re. The National Gramophone Manuracturing Co. Ltd.

Blue Rhythm: There was only one issue on this label.

BR-1001 UWhat Is This Thing Called Love (Porter) Part I  (JDG-101)
What Is This Thing Called Love Part II (JDG-102)

Recorded on August 4, 1953 at "British Modern Jazz' Concert at the Taj Mahal Hotel, Bombay
- with Dave Usden (trumpet), Vic Feldman (vibraphone), Damian Robinzon (piano), PFets
Blannin (bass), Freddie Manton (drums).

The musicians, all British modern jazz musicians of some
repute at that time, were members of dance bands playing at
hotels of the Oberoi Group (as I recall). Usden, Feldman and
Blannin were in a band led by Eddie Carroll, while Robinson
and Manton were in a group led by Harry Parry, to the best of
my recollection.

I assume that the matrix prefix "JDG” = Jhaveri-Dalal-Gazdar,
who ran the magazine Blue Rhythm and promoted this ooncert.
I believe that the venture did not make a profit.

There is no reference to National Gramophone on the label,
but, on inspecting the disc, Michael Kinnear said that it was
clearly a National production,

Electyo-Voice (not Electro-Phone). I have one record on this
label.

EU.791 HUGH BERT & HIS ORCHESTRA
Sentimental Journevy - Fox Trot (Green, Brown, Homer) (with vocal chorus) (9048)
Please Don't Say No - Fox Trot (Sesmy Fain, Ralph Freed) (From the film "Thrill of
a Romance™) (Vocal chorus - ..... [label mutilated] Concessio) (9049)
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The tunes suggest a recording date of sometime in 1945. The
film "Thrill Of A Romance' was released that year. Are all
Electro-Voice records of Western type music? The fact that
this label was produced -for the Regal Music Saloon (I assume
that was adjacent to the Regal Cinema) suggests that they
might have been.

re. Omkarnath Thakur.

I purchased in Nairobi in 1979 cassette versions of Columbia
33ECX 3252 and 33ECX 3303. These bore the same numbers and
prefixes as the LP formats. The contents are as given 1in
Michael Kinnear's A Discography of Hindustani and Carnatic
Music for the LPs,

These are from a range of cassettes of both classical and
film musiec produced, I suspect, by the record division of
Sapra Studios, Nairobi using material issgued by EMI
(Pakistan), ‘the Gramophone Co. of India, and, less usually,
Polvdor of India. The face of the cassette insert card 1is
often a photograph of the appropriate LP sleeve. An
exception seeme to be 33ECX 3303 which 1is titled "Sangeet
Martand” and which the 1illustration on p.48 of The Record
Newe Vol. 16 shows was the title of 33ECX 330%1.

It was mv impression that these cassettes were produced under
licence and were not pirated issues. Can anvone confirm
this?

re. Viel-o~phone

Michael Kinnear's article on Singer Record, etc. refers to
the collaboration between Valabhdas Runchordas and J.E. Hough
Ltd. The association of Edison Bell Winner and Viel-o-phone
is well documented, I think. However, what I now ask 1is to
what extent did Viel-o-phone press Decca records in India? I
have three records, F-3389, F-3600, F-3610, recorded in
London in 1933 which have a similar label to the British
releases with the additiaon of - "MANUFACTURED IN BOMBAY BY
THE VIEL-O-PHONE Co.". The Decca Record Company bought
Edison Bell at the beginning of 1933 which points to a
logical Decca/Viel-o~-phone connection

There was a later Indian 9eries on the Decca label (M-2000
series) that came out in the 19408 and whioh equated to

Miscellaneous gueries.

1) Mention of the SHAHENSHAHI record label in the piece upon
Mahomed Hussain causes me to ask 1f the Gramophone Company
ran separate numerical matrix series for labels such as this
one and also, for example, for MEGAPHONE, MAXITONE and
MARWARI RECORD? I notice that the natrix prefixes are the
same as used for HMV. '

I know about Crickett Smith and his Symphonians, but I am
intrigued at the prominence given on the label to Mena Silas
who was, I was once told, a pianist and well known in Bombay
in the 1930s. This suggests to me that the record was made
to promote the composer's work. Can anyone advise upon this?
Although Crickett Smith was playing at the Taj Mahal Hotel,
the "Taj Mahal" of the first side is the tomb at Agra, so it

is not a promotion for the hotel. And what are the missing
matrices. STB-2 & 3? Incidentally, 1is Brian Silas who
records piano solos of Indian film music, for example on
SCI's "T Series", related to Mena Silas?

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Gayanacharya Pandit Ramkrishnabuwa Vaze alias Vazebuwa

Born C.1871 in a village Ozare in Sawantwadi state (in Goa)
Died on May 5,1945 at Pune,Maharashtra.

He received training chiefly from Ustad Nissar Hussailin Khanp of
GBwalior Gharana although he learnt from several other gurus
and musicians from time to time in extremely diverse and
difficult situations. After about twelve vyears he became
expert vocalist and also violinist and sitar plavyer.

His gayaki can now only be traced through -

1) His gramopbone records (complete discography is published
in this issue)

2) Sangeet Kala Prakash—-Two volumes of art-music compositions.

3) The tunes he provided to Marathi music plays.

4) Music of his disciples -
Pt.Haribhau Ghangrekar,Pt.Shivrambuwa Vaze(san)
Pt.Gajananrao Joshi and Pt.Bhaskarbuwa Joshi.

Peculiarities of his music -

Vazebuwa knew many thumrees,dbrupads,bhajans etc.but his
accent was on khayaal singing. He employed high fundamental
pitch in his singing,praobably due to his asthamatic condition.
Also during his time due to the absence of microphones and
sound amplifing devices the musician’s first consideration was
to reach audience and hence pitch and volume were of utmost
importance.

There was no sustained note production in his music nNnor were
there taan passages of any remarkable 1length. The phrase
termination and the pronounciation of the words were
characterised by an abruptness.

Vazebuwa employed teentaal and jhaptaal frequently. In bhis
book of compositions {ref.l1] there are 49 Teentaals and 40
Jhaptaals. He sang very often in jhaptaal and aadaa choutaal.
The gramopbone records of Khambavati,Khat,Miyan Malhar and
Tilak Kamod employ jbhaptaal.

The abruptness evident in his singing emphasises the active
role of pause. He enunciated the words in the song text with

surprising clarity,not generally found 1in vocalist of
Mindustani music. In the bhajan "Udho Karaman Ki Gati Nyari’
or in ‘Bal Bal Jainye’' (Bhatiyaar) - the words were uttered

with strength and deliberateness underlining his conviction
that the words were the carriers of musical meaning. This also
is seen 1n the singing of bhis disciples on Marathi stage
viz.Keshavrao Bhosle,Bapurao Pendharkar and Deenanath
Mangeshkar who regarded him as their Guru. Vazebuwa was
closely associated with the dramatic companies.

Vazebuwa treated the words of a song text as sound patterns
and that is why he frequently ignored uttering them fully. In
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Vazebuwa recording fur the gramnphnne cnmpany
—Note the microphone and the disc cutting
machinery in front of Vazebuwa.

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his records of Khambavati,Khat,Bhatiyaar and Tilak—-Kamod there
are numeraus instances where words are dismembered. These
ragas were considered aprachalit (rare) when he was active.
His rendering of Khat is an example of how a rare raga 1is
structurally based on the deviations from many other known
raags.

The general practice of the Hindustami musicians has been to
introduce lengthy taans ranging over a span of two or three
octaves. Vazebuwa believed in shorter passages and hence his
taans do not appear to be an act of reeling off of palataas.
His taan wunits are found to consist of four/five component
notes wuttered with remarkable emergy - in places he seems to
have gone out of tune. Also it is to be noted that his
gramophone records have been cut at the age of seventy.

Looking back in time we find that the gramophaone records which
he has cut shall remain the permanent source of information.
This issue,for the first time gives the scientific discography
of his gramopbone records. Excepting the article (ref.5] by
Dr.Ashok D.Ranade no one has even attempted anmny analysis of
his musaic that is available on these records. On the other
hand gramophone company has never cared to reissue these
records even after repeated requests.

Fortunately all these records are 1n a safe custody of several

serious record collectors and they shall remain safe till the

collector is alive. This years bhappens to be 125th birth year

and bhe passed away fifty years ago. This is bhigh time and

proper occasion to reissue all bis records for the posterity.

1] AIR and Gramophone Records -

In India - Radio broadcasting commenced around 1925 whereas
gramophone records were produced since 1902. By about 1940
there were large number of broadcasting stations which were
broadcasting music in addition to regular programmes. The
recorded music was mainly from 78°'s or recorded on specilally
made 24" diameter ’'radio’ records. This continued until about
1960 and radio stations was the major user/customer of the
records produced by gramophone companies.

By about 19460°’s LP/EP records appeared in market and radio
began to use them. Even today majority of the stations rely on
gramophone recaords.

By -.about 1980/85 production of records has stopped totally.

Questions P What has happened with the storehouses of the
records at the radioc stations ? Is there is AIR archives of
these records ? Are the records players in working conditions
? What about repairs,maintainance and spare parts of these
machines ?
