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Mr.J.L.Ranade (1905 — )

Mr .Janardan Laxman (J.L.) Ranade - 91 years old is perhaps the
seniormost gramophbhone singer in India today. He lives at
Sangli where he has spent most of his working life. He was
born on 27th March 19053 at Ichalkaranji in western
Maharashtra. His father was sub-registrar in the services of
Sangli state. In 1911 his father died and his mather came to
Sangli in her house. Ranade had two braothers and Sangli was a
better place far theiy education. His mother used to sing old
songs from mythological stories and thus Ranade was intraduced
to music at an early age. His grandfather was worried that
this child will learn music and one day run away to join drama
company as it was common in those days.

During 1917-1924 he studied in City High School at Sangli.
Music was also taught in this school and special music classes
were held at the residence of Vaidya (Royal Doctor) Aabasaheb
Sambhare. One Myr.Moroba Gondhali used to teach and take
lessons every evening. Ranade used to take keen interest 1in
these classes and this continued upto about 1922. Around this
time,Mr.Godbole from Kolhapur came to Sangli and he opened
music class. Ranade of course joined this class where he came
across literature on music. He studied Bhatkhande' s baoks on
music and alsoa Deval/Clement’s waork on music. Later on he met
Deval and learnt ahout the Philharmonic Society of Western
India formed by Mr.Deval and Mr.E.Clements.

After the school education he joined Willingdon college at
Sangli and studied upto Inter Arts. Learning and teaching
music to newcomers was continued. Meanwhile his mother died in
1923 and his grandfather died in 1924, His two younger
brothers were still studying and hence he had to give up his
studies and lock for the job. Music of course was not a
recognised and well-established profession in those days.
However higs 1liking towards music and the contacts in this
field helped him in getting the job.

In 1927 ,Mr.E.Clements was a district judge at Ahmednagar and
he was a fast friend of Rao Bahaddur Deval. Hence with Deval’'s
recommendations Mr.Ranade got a clerk’s job in his caurt. In
this service he worked for a long period fram 1927-1959 in
Ahmednagar, Kolhapur,Sangli and Pune and retired as a
Shirastedar - clerk of the court. He was promoted from
Kolhapur and was then transferred to Sangli,Pune where he
retired in 1939. Although he worked in the judiciary in a
somewhat dry atmosphere,his first love was music. His bosses
justice Clement and others encouraged him in the pursuit of
music. He used to discuss with Clements on music in ctourt
chamber while he was in Ahmednaqgar. Mr.Clements also taught
him harmonium tuning. In those days there was no atmosphere
for music in Abmednagar. Hence Ranade continued his own
studies in music and used to teach to interested persons. For
his own studies he used to go to Pune every saturday and take

J,L. Ranade has a style of hig own and his performance is so good
that we can strongly comiend this record for demonstration to one and all,
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lessons fraom Pandit Vinayakrao Patwardhan. This continued upto
about 1936.

In those days radio and gramophone records were popular and
the upcoming artists used to take the advantage of these media
to reach masses. Ranade saw how G.N.Joshi and Panditrao
Nagarkar used these media effectively and earned popularity.
He himself was an established classical singer and used to
perform in small programmes/concerts. He had mastered the
technique of presenting music which appealed to masses and
also to the experts. His voice was melodious too and hence he
decided to enter the field of radio and records. For this
purpose he went to Kolhapur and met Govindrao Tembe who was
already a gramophone celebrity. He also sang in the presence
of Bal Gandharva. Both Tembe and Bal Gandharva were pleased
and gave recommendation letters. HMV those days used to
encaurage the young and upcoming artists. So he was adviced to
meet HMV officers and Mr.Dinkar Amembal of All India radio in
Bombay .

As a result ,his first radio programme was broadcast on 24th
December 1933 and the last one in 1983. So he sang for nearly
50 years and yet unfortunately there is no radio recording
available today. Those days Mr.Bukhari was a station director
at Bombay. He was very enthusiastic,energetic and used to take
utmost care of the artists. He used to attend each and every
recarding/broadcasting session irrespective of the status and
popularity of the artist. In those days radio fees
{honorarium) used to be small amount and it was very difficult
for Mr.Ranade to travel from Nagar,stay at Bombay and bear all
the expenses. He explained this difficulty to Mr.Bukhari and
in turn Bukhari followed this matter at Delhi headquarters and
got the fees raised upto Rs.35 per programme. Ranade liked the
radio performances and continued to broadcast for over fifty
years. In bhis last performance in 1983 the radio announcer
reviewed his career as a radio artist.

In the world of gramophone records too he became popular
through his records and his 78’s are still available with the
collectors both in India and abroad. His first record was cut
in July 1934 and the last one in 1932. Mr.Michael Kinnear bhas
prepared his complete discography and is published in this
issue. In these eighteen years he recorded eighty songs 1i.e.
about forty 78 rpm records of three minutes duration each.
Unfortunately again gramophone campany has not cared to
reissue any of his records an EP/LP or on audio cassette in
last 45 years. His records are considered as collectors item
and are still useful for students of music. His popularity
grew up so much in 1942 that the gramophone company sent his
photograph to dealers for displaying in their showcases. Copy
of this photograph along with other advertising material of
that time is published alang with this article and the
discography. Mr.D.K.Sharada of Times of India and his East
African friend used to await eagerly to buy new record of
Ranade and used to visit record shaop often and inquire about
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the new releases. They used to listen and enjoy the record in
the company of their friends. This friend returned to India in
1952. He listened to the radio programmes of Mr.Ranade and
then he invited him for a tea-party at his residence at Malbar
Hill. In this party he expressed his love and the immense
pPleasure he derived from Ranade’'s records.

Ranade recalls sweet memcories of his recording career at HMV.
Mr.Roopji of HMV used to attend the recordings. So also
Mr.G.N.Joshi used to attend the recordings and make useful
suggestions. Once he was listening to a sample of his own
record and Bai Sunderabai came in. She could not believe that
this man in Clerk’'s dress can sing so well.

Due to radio programmes and gramophone records J.L.Ranade soon
became popular and got several invitations for programmes. He
used to sing in school and college gatherings,in Ganesh
Utsav,Marriage parties,music circles etc. He had made a
popular formula of his concerts. He used to sing a raga for
about forty minutes followed by thumri,natyageet or bhavgeet.
Then after a short interval he would follow the same schedule
with bhajan' and Bhairvi as a concluding item. In some of his
concerts he used +to distribute printed programme to the
audience. He was however never invited to participate and sing
in the large musical conferences. When asked the reason he
said frankly that his capacity to elaborate a given raga was
limited to about fifteen minutes. He had not developed the art
of improvising and presenting the raga for 1long durations
based on slow movements (Aalaps) and painstaking taan
patterns. However his music was catchy and could quickly bind
the listeners as is evidenced even from his recorda. His soft
and modest nature is reflected in his singing. It appeals very
much to the untrained ears because it is simple,natural and
spontaneous and like a lulleby.

He has lived almost for a century and witnessed the changes in
the music — both in the creation and in the presentation. He
bas also witnessed the glorious period of Marathi
drama,begining of cinema talkie,film songs and their
evolution. When asked about his impressions he said — "When I
listen to the music leading to the 21st century I get very
much upset especially because of the heritage and treasure we
are losing day by day. MMr.Deval ,Mr.E.Clements,Balasaheb
Acharekar,Kapileshwariboa and Abdul Karim ¥Xhan saheb worked
very bhard +to preserve and protect 22 shrutis of Indian
classical music. Out of these,ten Shrutis have been forgotten
and disappeared with time. Now Indian music is reduced to 12
shrutis identical to those in western music. In a way western
music has defeated our Indian music. The encroachment of
westen music in  our Hindi film songs might wipe out the
identity of our unique music.” We can only hope that such a
disaster does not occur and wish that our ancient Indian music
retains its identity.

He has lived a very happy and successful family life. After

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REPORT ON SIRC ACTIVITIES (JULY 1995 — JUNE 19946)

Dear Member,

I am very happy to present to you the report of our activitias
in the last year. As most of you are aware, two preliminary
meetings were held in February/March 1990 to discuss the
possibilities of forming the proposed Society. Subsequently
the Society was formed in May 1990. It was decided to have
monthly meetings of listening to some recorded music on a pre—
announced theme / subject and to publish a quarterly journal -
" THE RECORD NEWS ".
